Gross Receipts

In 2002, there were over 8,000 minority firms in the Columbia-Newberry, SC- Combined Statistical Area (CSA).
These firms employed between 10,000 and 24,999 paid workers.

Minority firms represented 15.8 percent of all U.S. firms located in the Columbia-Newberry-CSA in 2002.

The Columbia-Newberry, SC- CSA includes the Columbia, SC Metropolitan Statistical Area; and the Newberry, SC

The number of minority firms in
the city of Columbia increased by
13% between 1997 and 2002,
compared to a 3% decrease for
all U.S. firms during the same
period.

Gross receipts for all U.S. firms
increased by 18% between 1997
and 2002, and those generated
by minority firms grew by 41%.
Despite a 19% decrease in
number of Asian and Native
Hawaiian and Other Pacific
Islander firms, gross receipts
generated by these firms
increased by 38%.

The number of African-American
firms increased by 14% and their
gross receipts by 10%.
